The 28" France Congrés Talks

The 28" France Congrés Talks were held at the Pavillon d’Armenonville on 10 May. The event,
much appreciated by conference organisers, brought together more than 200 French buyers, a
figure comparable to last year’s. Visitors came from different backgrounds: companies (40%),
agencies (30%), associations and federations (20%) and public sector (10%). It was a positive
meeting in that clients came and discussed actual projects with town representatives.
